Mass Search and Response This capability delivers traditional and atypical search and rescue capabilities, including

Rescue Operations personnel, services, animals, and assets to survivors in need, with the goal of saving the
greatest number of endangered lives in the shortest time possible.

On Scene Security, Response This capability ensures a safe and secure environment through law enforcement and

Protection, and Law

related security and protection operations for people and communities located within
